A Long Year  (Fiscal) Comes to an End…. We 
are Grateful !!! 
 

Well come this Wednesday we’ve 
celebrated faith together for one year, all 
throughout we battled the pandemic, but we pray in 
faith that is behind us and the victory is ours.  No 
one knows for sure, but we are in this new mode of 
trusting in the Lord’s providence and moving 
forward with HOPE that this chapter in our life 
history has ended and a new and brighter one has 
begun.   

We have come to the end of the fiscal year 
2020-2021.  I commend all of you good and faithful 
parishioners for living an intentional discipleship 
way of life.  Your giving of self by giving your time, 
talent, and treasure has been unbelievable 
considering the entire year was during the 
pandemic.  We recently sent to the diocese our 
parish 2021-2022 Budget, brought together by the 
Finance Council, who accepted it unanimously, 
signed it and sent it to the Diocese.  We planned a 
working budget that is projecting parish income to 
reach $422,650. We will end this fiscal year, 2020-
2021 this coming Wednesday with a total income of 
approximately $432,000.  This is $31,000 over what 
was projected ($401,000) for this current fiscal year 
we just ended.  This is also $2,000 over our total 
income for the 2019-2020 fiscal year ($430,357) 
which ended last June 30, 2020, and $29,000 over 
the total income for the fiscal year 2018-2019 
($403,173) which ended June 30, 2019. 

We have truly stepped up to the plate and 
MANY have begun a new ministry of service to God 
and our parish and for this we are grateful.  Next 
weekend, as we begin the new Fiscal Year, 2021-
2022 we will be back to full recovery and all 
ministries will be back in service.  Maybe now is 
your time to give your gift of service.  God has 
blessed ALL of us with talents and abilities.  Give 
back to Him and your parish your time and talent as 
well.   We need MORE Hospitality folks for the 
10:30 mass on Sunday is one way you may choose 
to offer your service.  God is calling all of us to 
serve….. Say Yes !!!  

As you know Barb Scoggins will be retiring 
on Thursday, July 15th as our Office Manager.  We 
obviously all know what a loss this will be for us; 
but we are happy for her to enter into a joyful, 
hopeful, spirit filled retirement after so many faithful 
(over 32) years serving the Lord and His Church.  

On Saturday night, July 17th we will celebrate her at 
mass at 4:30 pm and then a reception following 
mass until 7:00 pm at our Parish Center.  Come 
and offer her your personal thanks and best 
wishes. 

Next week, July 4th is a wonderful holiday 
we Americans share together in gratitude to God 
for all His blessings on our country and we 
celebrate and give thanks for the FREEDOM we 
share.  We honor all our veterans, and all who gave 
their lives for our freedom, along with those who 
are currently serving our country protecting us from 
the evils in our world.  Some living remember the 
attack on Pearl Harbor; as well as Korea, Vietnam, 
Iraq, Iran, Afghanistan and all the places our 
heroes have went to save the world and bring 
peace to warfare.
